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Sir Ludwig Guttmann Lecture

The Sir Ludwig Guttmann Lecture was established by the International Medical Society 
of Paraplegia, now the International Spinal Cord Society, to recognize the pioneering 
work and lifelong contribution of Sir Ludwig Guttmann, the originator of modern 
multidisciplinary spinal cord care.
 
He was the first President of the International Medical Society of Paraplegia at its 
inception in 1961, the first Editor of the journal of the Society, Paraplegia, now Spinal 
Cord.
 
He was the inspiration and Founder of what is currently the Paralympics. In the mid 1940s, 
while treating young veterans at the Stoke Mandeville Spinal Injuries Unit in England, Dr 
Guttmann introduced sport and exercise as mandatory activities for the patients, thus 
rebelling against the widespread nihilism with which the rehabilitative potential of spinal 
cord injuries was regarded. From the first Stoke Mandeville Games for the paralysed 
that Dr Guttmann organised for 16 archers in July of 1948, the athletic movement for 
individuals with spinal cord injuries has grown tremendously.
 
He retired from clinical work in 1966 but continued his involvement with sport.
 
He died in1980 leaving us his message that “spinal cord injured patients should be 
transferred as soon as possible to a specialized spinal injuries unit”.
 
Sir Ludwig Guttmann’s tireless effort and vision touched thousands of lives around the 
world – a legacy to be remembered and honoured by this Lecture.

Marcel W.M. Post, PhD  is professor in spinal cord injury rehabilitation at 
the Department of Rehabilitation Medicine of the University Medical 
Center Groningen and Senior Researcher at De Hoogstraat Rehabilitation, 
Utrecht, The Netherlands.
 
Marcel Post studied psychology and graduated in 1985. His doctoral work 
at the Utrecht University focused on health status and life satisfaction after 

spinal cord injury (Dissertation 1997). Professor Post’s current research interests include 
rehabilitation outcomes, participation, quality of life, psychological factors, and caregiver 
burden in persons with spinal cord injury or stroke. He has published on instrument 
development, observational and intervention studies in these areas. He is author or co-
author of more than 200 articles in peer-reviewed journals (H-Index 36).
 
Marcel Post is Section Editor of the Archives of Physical Medicine and Rehabilitation, 
Associate Editor of Spinal Cord and member of the editorial board of Topics of Spinal 
Cord Injury Rehabilitation. He is member of the Scientific Committee of the International 
Spinal Cord Society and the Executive Committee of the ISCoS/ASIA Data Sets project 
in which he co-chaired the development of the datasets for activities and participation, 
and quality of life. In 2010 Dr. Post received the Van Hoytema award from the Dutch 
Association for Physical Medicine and Rehabilitation (VRA) for his contribution to 
rehabilitation medicine.

Dr Susan Charlifue, PhD, FACRM
Senior Principal Investigator
Craig Hospital, USA

Dr Susan Charlifue has over 30 years of experience in SCI research and 
quality assurance. Having completed her doctorate in Health and Behavioural 
Science at the University of Colorado, Denver in 2004, she has successfully 
managed and completed six major investigations of the long-term 
consequences of SCI in the US and Great Britain. Presently, Susie is Co-
Principal Investigator SCI Model System at Craig Hospital in Englewood, 
Colorado, Principal Investigator on both a National Institute on Disability and 

Rehabilitation Research-funded study of family caregivers in SCI and Department of Defense-
funded study of caregivers for veterans with SCI, and has coordinated several SCI research 
clinical trials. She chairs the Research Task Force at Craig Hospital and is a member of the 
SCI Program Committee. She is a member of the Editorial and Education Committees and is 
Chair of the Scientific Committee of the International Spinal Cord Society. Susie also 
participates as a member of the editorial boards for the journals Spinal Cord and Topics in 
Spinal Cord Injury Rehabilitation. She chairs the SCI Interdisciplinary Special Interest Group for 
the American Congress of Rehabilitation Medicine (ACRM) and serves on the Board of 
Directors for the American Spinal Injury Association. She became a Fellow of ACRM in 2012.

Frédérique Courtois
Dr Frédérique Courtois
Professor

Dr Frédérique Courtois is a PhD in psychophysiology and has worked for 
the past 20 years in the area of sexual rehabilitation. She has written over 
75 articles primarily as a first author on sexual function in men and women 
with SCL, and has written several chapters and books in Sexual Medicine. 
She participated in more than 250 national and international conferences 
on her work and has actively collaborated with Lyon’s Rehabilitation 
Centre (France) over the past 20 years. She is currently full professor in the 

Department of Sexology at the Université du Québec à Montréal (Canada) and is a clinical 
consultant for sexual dysfunctions in men and women with spinal cord lesions and other 
disabilities in Montreal and Quebec’s Rehabilitation Centres. Her research focuses on the 
remaining sexual potential of men and women with spinal cord lesions, and in developing 
tools and treatment strategies for this individuals with physical disabilities. Her current 
research also focuses on the phenomenon of orgasm and its underlying neurophysiology.

Maria Hopman
Prof Maria Hopman Ph.D., M.D.
Professor of Physiology
Radboud universitair medisch centrum, the Netherlands

The research of Maria Hopman is best summarized by the theme Healthy 
Aging or Preventive Medicine. The overall goal of her research is to 
improve ‘health’ and to understand the concept of ‘vitality’ of individuals 
as they age from conception to decease by unraveling the mechanisms 
that explain the relationship between inactivity and the development of 
chronic diseases as well as exercise and health. Interventions such as 
exercise that are known to counteract the detrimental health processes are 

explored and optimized.
Her research is focused on vascular physiology and pathophysiology as well as on 
metabolic aspects of health, thereby focusing on patients with cardiovascular disease, the 
metabolic syndrome and diabetes, with emphasis on primary and secondary prevention. 
The research has a strong history in human in vivo experiments in several patient groups 
and in healthy volunteers from all ages. The last couple of years the research has been 
expanded from the human in vivo to the molecular and the genetic level, which is a highly 
innovative and promising combination.
A parallel line is the research performed in large sports events (Four day marches, Seven 
hill race, Eindhoven marathon). The purpose of this research is to provide safety guidelines 
for organizations and participants based on physical exertion and risks measured during 
those events. This type of research has a strong interest from the media and the society.

Jane Horsewell
Dr Jane Horsewell
President
European Spinal Cord Injury Federation, Denmark

Jane was born and educated in the UK before moving to Denmark. She 
earned an MSc in Sociology from the London School of Economics and 
spent two further years in research at the School. On arrival in Denmark, 
Jane started her own firm teaching business executives in some of 
Denmark’s major companies. Since the late 1990s, she has taught faculty 
members at the Copenhagen Business School. In 1996, Jane sustained a 
spinal cord injury and soon became active in the Danish Spinal Cord 

Injuries Association. She was elected to the Board in 1999 and served as Chairman from 
2002 – 2006. When the European Spinal Cord Injury Federation was founded in 2006, 
Jane was appointed Vice President. In 2010, Jane was elected President of ESCIF. In 
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addition to her duties in Europe, Jane has continued to be active in SCI initiatives in 
Denmark and has played a major role in the establishment of the Global SCI Consumer 
Network. Jane has been actively involved in research on issues related to SCI; she has 
initiated and been involved in several projects under the auspices of ESCIF and has 
presented a number of papers at ISCoS, NoSCoS and ASCoN meetings. She was a 
member of the advisory board and a contributor to the WHO/ISCoS report International 
Perspectives on Spinal Cord Injury and is co-author of several publications. She is a 
member of the elearnsci.org editorial board and a member of the ISCoS Prevention 
committee.

Ed Lemaire
Edward Lemaire, PhD holds a number of appointments, including Clinical 
Researcher at the Centre for Rehabilitation Research and Development 
(The Ottawa Hospital Research Institute), Associate Professor at the 
University of Ottawa Faculty of Medicine, Adjunct Professor with the 
University of Ottawa Schools of Human Kinetics and Mechanical 
Engineering, Adjunct Professor with the University of Waterloo Department 
of Systems Design Engineering, and Past-President of the International 

Society of Prosthetics and Orthotics (Canada). Dr. Lemaire has been extensively involved 
with the evolution of assistive technologies that improve mobility for people with 
disabilities and eHealth for clinical service and continuing education, with over 300 
published papers and presentations.
In the prosthetics and orthotics area, current research includes development of new 
intelligent knee orthosis technologies, development and evaluation of lower extremity 
powered exoskeletons for assisted walking, and biomechanical walking analysis in 
variable environments. In the multimedia technology area, current research includes 
motion assessment in The Ottawa Hospital Rehabilitation Centre’s new Virtual Reality 
Lab, Smartphone-based technology for wearable mobility assessment (i.e., wearable 
telerehabilitation), and communication technology for enhancing international prosthetic 
and orthotic expertise.

Research Laboratory for the Miami Project to Cure Paralysis, and Director 
of Research for the Department of Rehabilitation Medicine. He is a Fellow 
of the ACSM. Dr. Nash has primary interests in assessment and treatment 
of cardiometabolic disease risks after SCI. He has published more than 

100 peer-review articles on these themes and related topics within rehabilitation 
physiology.
Dr. Nash has served on special interest panels and research advisory boards for the U.S. 
National Institutes of Health, Centers for Disease Control & Prevention, and National 
Institute for Disability and Rehabilitation Research (NIDRR). He is an Editorial Board 
Member for Topics in SCI Rehabilitation and Chair of the Consortium for Spinal Cord 
Medicine Guideline Panel on Cardiometabolic Disorders. Dr. Nash is PI for a Department 
of Defense (DoD) multi-center trial examining diabetes prevention after SCI through 
lifestyle intervention, and Co-PI on a DoD award examining sleep disorders and cognitive 
function after SCI. His other federal grants focus on exercise for obesity prevention after 
paraplegia and sleep-disordered breathing and cardiometabolic disease risks after SCI. 
Dr. Nash was PI for the NIDRR-funded multicenter trial examining Niaspan in Tetraplegia 
for which he received the 2012 ASIA David Apple award. He is currently Co-PI for a 
NIDRR- funded Multi-Center RRTC on Secondary Conditions in SCI, and Co-Director of 
the NIDRR-funded South Florida SCI Model System.
